  I was a very reluctant convert, and 
certainly didnôt want Godôs will in my 
life! An ardent atheist at 20, I 
encountered some wonderful Christian 
friends, who prayed regularly for me to 
come to faith, and were brave enough 
to share their own experience of God 
with me. I ended up going forward at a 
Billy Graham mission, but it was the 
faithful prayer and witness of my friends 
before and afterwards that made the 
difference. That was nearly 40 years 
ago, and I still believe strongly in prayer 
and sharing faith friend-to-friend. 
  Thy Kingdom Come is a global prayer 
movement taking place from 10th to 20th 
May. It is an invitation for Christians 
around the world to pray between 
Ascension Day and Pentecost for 
people we know today to come to faith 
in Christ ï in the same way that my 
friends did all those years ago. The Thy 
Kingdom Come website (https://
www.thykingdomcome.global/) contains 
a range of resources, from prayer 
stations, service templates and advice 
for running 24-7 prayer sessions, to 
guides for private individual prayer, and 
bright ideas to help families and young 
people pray together. 
  The diocese also has lots of free Thy 
Kingdom Come prayer booklets to help 
you get into prayer during this time. You 
can ask in your church for copies, or 
ring us at Bouverie Court on 01604 
887070. If you would like to grow in 
confidence in sharing your faith, we can 
also lead a session on this in your 
church. 
  No-one else has walked in your shoes, 
and your experience of God is a 
precious and unique story that may be 

just what someone else needs to hear to 
help them on their journey to faith. When 
I became a Christian, my first thought 
was ñWhy has no-one told me about this 
before?ò Letôs not stop praying and 
witnessing at Pentecost ï letôs continue. 
There are many who want to hear the 
Good News, and they may be closer to 
us ï and to God ï than we think.
